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Contract agreement signed
for Thane rolhng stock depot

Mumbai: The National High
Speed Rail Corporation Lim-
ited (NHSRCL) has signed a
contract agreement with M/s
Dinesh Chandra-DMRCJV to
undertake the design and con-
struction of the Thanerolling
stock depot in Maharashtra.

The scope of work out-
lined in the agreement en-
compasses civil works, in-
spection sheds, maintenance
depot, and the crucial instal-
lation, testing, and commis-
sioning of maintenance facil-
ities.

Spanning across an exten-
sive area of approximately 55
hectares, the Thane depot is
earmarked to host state-of-
the-art facilities tailored for
the upkeep and light mainte-
nance of trainsets. NHSRCL
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The Thane rolling stock depot
will be spread over 55 hectares

spokesperson said, “Initially,
the depot will feature four in-
spection lines and 10 stabling
lines, with plans for future ex-
pansion to accommodate
eight and 31 lines respective-
ly.”

The procurement of about
200 units of 40 types of depot
machineries, including cut-
ting-edge equipment such as

bogieexchange machinesand
underfloor wheel re-profiling
machines, underscores the
commitment to uphold the
maintenance standards of
high-speed trainsets, adher-
ingtotherevered Shinkansen
benchmark.

The Mumbai - Ahmeda-
bad High-Speed Corridor,
popularly known as the Bullet
Train Project, will be effi-
ciently serviced by three stra-
tegically located rolling stock
depots situated in Sabarmati
and Surat in Gujarat, along-
side the pivotal addition of
Thane in Maharashtra.

Drawing from the rich ex-
pertise gleaned from Shin-
kansen depots in Japan, these
facilities are poised to elevate
the operational excellence of
India's burgeoning high-
speed rail network.

The National High Speed Rail
Corporation Ltd (NHSRCL) on
Monday sealed a contract with
M/s Dineshchandra-DMRC
JV for the design and con-
struction of the Thane rolling
stock depot, a pivotal compo-
nent of the bullet train project.

The depot, spread over 55
hectares, will service and
maintain the high-speed train
sets, The initial phase will
comprise four inspection lines
and 10 stabling lines, with pro-
vision to expand into eight in-
spection lines and 31 stabling

As reported earier, the de
sign draws inspiration from the
renowned Shinkansen depots
in Japan. Notably 200 pieces of
40 types of depot machineries
will be procured from Japan.
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
